
Pristine Beaches
Clean white sand and warm, crystal clear water... The pristine 
beaches of Port Stephens along with the numerous bays and 
parks are a draw card for residents and visitors. 

From large patrolled beaches to small enclosed bays, you’re sure 
to find the ideal spot for a family picnic, weekend BBQs, surf or 
the chance to get your 4WD off the highway and onto the sand.

Beach Safety Tips
•	Always swim at beaches patrolled by lifesavers or lifeguards.

•	 The safest place to swim is between the red and yellow 
flags. 

•	 Always read the Surf Conditions Board or if you are unsure 
of conditions, ask a lifeguard.

•	 Always swim or surf with a friend, never alone.

•	 Supervise children at all times.

•	 Do not swim under the influence of alcohol or drugs or 
after a meal.

•	 Never run and dive into the water.  Water conditions can 
change.

•	 Slip, slop, slap and wrap. Cover up, use sunscreen and wear 
a hat.

•	 Leave the water immediately when requested by a 
lifeguard.

•	 If you get into trouble, don’t panic. Raise your arm for help, 
float and wait for assistance.

Beach Vehicle 
Permits
A Beach Vehicle Permit is required to access Stockton Beach 
in your 4WD vehicle.  The two access points to the beach are: 

•	Williamtown – Lavis Lane (Map 1, J13 – page 65) 

•	 Anna Bay – Gan Gan Road (Map 2, K14 – page 67)

An annual permit costs $30 and NSW pensioners are $15. 

A three day permit can be purchased for $10. It is an offence, 
carrying a $110 on the spot fine, to drive on the beach 
without a permit.

You can purchase your permit from the Visitors Information 
Centre at Nelson Bay and other selected agents within Port 
Stephens.

Bagnalls Beach - Between Dutchies & Corlette, the 
foreshore reserve is an approved ‘dog on/off lead’ area. ✗ ✗ ✓ Swimming, kite surfing, picnic. BBQ, car park, playground, showers, toilets.

Birubi Beach - Located at the eastern end of  
Stockton Beach. ✓ ✗ ✗

Swimming, surfing, fishing, 
picnic. 

Playground, toilets, skate park, dogs on lead  
in park only.

Boat Harbour - Ocean beach ideal for children. ✗ ✗ ✗ Swimming, fishing, picnic. BBQ, beach boat ramp, shop, showers, disable toilets.

Box, Wreck, Zenith Beaches 
Kingsley Beach - National Park. ✗ ✗ ✗ Swimming, surfing, whale & 

bird watching.
Car park at Kingsley, Zenith & Box.  
Wreck Beach not easily accessible.

Corlette - Conroy & Corlette Parks. ✗ ✗ ✗ Swimming, picnic. BBQ, car park, playground, showers, toilets.

Dutchmans Beach - Quiet calm waters. ✗ ✗ ✗ Swimming, picnic, walking track. BBQ, car park, playground, toilets.

Fingal Bay - Surf beach, ideal for families.  
Walk to Barry Park. ✓ ✗ ✗

Swimming, surfing, fishing, 
Lighthouse, picnic.

BBQ, beach boat ramp, car park, shop, playground, 
shelter, showers, toilets, cycle path.

Fishermans Bay - Anna Bay. ✗ ✗ ✗ Swimming, picnic. Beach boat ramp, toilets.

Fly Point - This aquatic reserve is a haven for divers.  
Shady grassed areas. ✗ ✗ ✗

Snorkelling, diving, fish feeding,  
picnic, walking track through 
Native Flora Gardens.

Amphitheatre, BBQ, car park, shelter, toilets  
& skate park nearby.

Little Beach - Suitable for family and social club 
gatherings. Gentle waters, ideal for young children. ✗ ✗ ✗ Swimming, Lighthouse, picnic. BBQ, boat ramp, car park, shop, playground, public 

jetty, showers. Toilets & play area for the disabled.

Nelson Bay Foreshore - Perfect for paddling and 
relaxing. Located in the heart of Nelson Bay. ✗ ✗ ✗ Swimming, picnic. Metered car parking, play equipment, shop, disabled 

toilets, hire facilities (paddle boats).

One Mile Beach - With no buildings on the beach, 
One Mile is the most natural beach in Port Stephens. ✓ ✗ ✗

Swimming, surfing, fishing,  
walking track, picnic.

BBQ, car park, kiosk, toilets, showers,  
learn to surf school.

Salamander Bay - Bob Cairns, Joe Redman,  
Roy Wood Reserves. ✗ ✗ ✗ Swimming, picnic. BBQ, car park, playground, showers, toilets,  

NOT all facilities at all reserves. 

Samurai Beach - Surf Beach. ✗ ✓ ✗ Swimming, surfing, fishing, 4WD. Clothes optional.

Shoal Bay - Spectacular view of the Heads. ✗ ✗ ✗ Swimming, fishing, picnic. BBQ, car park, hire facilities (sail boats), shop,  
public jetty, shelter, showers, toilets.

Soldiers Point Marina - THE place for sunsets. ✗ ✗ ✗ Swimming, fishing, picnic. Boat ramp, car park, disable toilets.

Stockton Beach - Surf beach. Largest mobile sand 
mass in NSW. ✗ ✓ ✓

Swimming, picnic, surfing, 
fishing, 4WDing, Sygna wreck.

Car park, Kiosk, disable toilets, surf club,  
learn to surf school.

Sunset Beach - Soldiers Point. ✗ ✗ ✗ Swimming, fishing, picnic. BBQ, car park, playground, public jetty, showers, toilets.

Taylors Beach - Away from the crowds. ✗ ✗ ✗ Swimming, fishing, picnic. BBQ, beach boat ramp, car park, playground,  
public jetty, toilets.

Wanda Beach - George Res. Western end of  
Salamander Bay. ✗ ✗ ✗ Swimming, picnic. BBQ, car park, playground, showers, toilets.

TILLIGERRY PENINSULA

Lemon Tree Passage ✗ ✗ ✗ Swimming, fishing, picnic. Enclosed swimming area, BBQ, boat ramp, car park, 
shop, playground, public jetty, shelter, showers, toilets.

Mallabula ✗ ✗ ✓ Swimming, fishing, picnic. BBQ, high tide boat ramp, car park, playground, 
shelter, shower, toilet.

Tanilba Bay ✗ ✗ ✗ Swimming, fishing, picnic. BBQ, boat ramp, car park, playground, shelter, toilet.

KARUAH

Longworth Park ✗ ✗ ✗ Swimming, fishing, picnic. Covered BBQ, public jetty, disable toilets,  
enclosed baths.

Care should be taken when swimming or fishing. Strong rips and undercurrents can occur.
